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More information about the scenarios:


1.	The girl who claims she has been bullied by text had been racially abusing younger people in the school. Her classmates were telling �her she was wrong. She claimed she was being bullied to distract �from her own wrongdoing. (But is the use of text messages the right way to go about this?) 


2.	It was the police who were intercepting the voicemail and email �messages. They were looking for evidence of drug crimes targeted �at young people.


3.	The people in the café were investigative reporters. They had �reason to believe that an animal rights demonstration had been suppressed and several protesters badly injured.


4.	The expert advice was an older person getting youngsters to �break into cars to steal them. The youngsters needed the advice �of an expert to overcome security devices.








Scenarios:


1.	You hear of a girl in another class being sent text messages criticising her �behaviour and saying she must change the way she runs her life. She says �the bullies scare her with their criticism. 


2.	There is evidence that some people who live near you have had their mobile �phone voice messages and emails hacked.


3.	In a café you hear two young adults discussing listening to police and ambulance �radio messages, even though they do not work for the emergency services.


4.	Sometimes experts are used to give inexperienced people help by giving them �instructions over a mobile phone. The experts get sent pictures to help them.
