	Develop a marketing campaign and design advertising materials to promote a drinking water product

	· To gain an understanding of how important knowing user groups is to a successful marketing campaign 

· To use information about the user group to help design the campaign

	Introduction
	
	

	In this unit students will work on developing a ‘marketing and branding’ campaign for Pure Water.  The objective is to engage the local community in the project in a positive way, providing a ‘feel good factor’ about this development.  The campaign will need to look at the overall package for the scheme, including logos, slogans, adverts, pod casts, posters etc.  



	Purpose

	In this activity, students will develop a marketing strategy and advertising materials for the product. It will be taught through teamwork mirroring the design process within a ‘design consultancy.’  Each team will pitch for the tender at the end of the unit, presenting ideas to the class. This activity could be taught in design & technology, with the emphasis on product design or graphics.

	
	
	

	Activity
	
	Teacher notes

	Show the class the ‘cough mixture’ advert campaign from the ‘Guess the Brand’ presentation.  This particular campaign has won many awards in the US for its innovative but simple marketing strategy.

Introduce the slogan or strap line – ‘it tastes awful and it works.’

Ask the class to discuss the following questions:

· Who do you think the product and advert is aimed at?

· What do the fonts, colours, images etc. say to you?

· Why do you think the advert has won so many awards?

· Do you think it is effective at selling the product? Why?

You will need to divide the group into four. Each person in the group will have a specific role and responsibility – you can either let each group decide upon the roles or designate them yourself.

The roles are:

· The managing director – ultimately in charge of the whole task, can make final decisions, but also needs to ensure everyone is doing their role to the best of their ability

· The design director – will focus on the overall ‘look’ of the campaign including colour, styling, and design-decisions

· The science adviser – will decide on the scientific contents of the campaign and how this will be presented

· The technical adviser – will ensure all the ICT resources can be used effectively and work on the software and equipment needed to produce the campaign

Use the Powerpoint to work through the requirements of the unit (at your own spend and time allocations). Assessment criteria have been included but you may wish to modify them with your group to ensure they engage and own them.

	The campaign could be limited to the radio advert, meaning that the visual elements of the branding would not be required.

A range of exemplars could be provided for the magazine advert, leaflets and posters, along with scripts for radio and TV adverts.
	
	Using the internet, find a video of an advert for sports goods (such as trainers).  Based on the advert, identify the marketing strategy. E.g.:

Who is the target audience – gender, age range? What other methods might be used to market this product?
The radio advert could be recorded using sound recording equipment and made available to the class as a podcast.

Students could produce a point of sale display for the product, including their logo.
