	30 preparation plus game play

	Activity summary

	This activity focuses on making a card game to learn about the different hibernating animals. Can you win all the cards by showing your knowledge of animals and their hibernation habits? Learn about the different animals that hibernate over the winter, where they hibernate, what they eat and how long they hibernate for.

	What equipment will you need?

	· Hibernation – matching cards
· Drawing paper
· Coloured pencils

	How to do it

	Step one

· Download and view the ‘Which animals hibernate card game’ presentation 
· Print off Which animals hibernate card game card template
· Cut out cards





Step two

· The dealer hands out an equal number of cards to each player
· Learners hold the cards to see the top card only

Step three

· The dealer reads out an item e.g. habitat 5
· The other player reads out the same item 
· The player with higher value wins both cards
· The winning player from that hand then reads out an item on their next card – and so on.
· The player with all the cards at the end wins the game!


	Then you can

	Research other animals that hibernate across the world, for example a chipmunk, and create additional cards for your deck.
