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Design task











Information systems are all around us. We accept them as part of our everyday lives — but do they meet the needs of those who have disabilities?





Your challenge is to design an information display system for use in your school, which can be used by people with disabilities.





We can use sketches to help us understand the problem more clearly. These are drawings which help us record information and explore ideas. They do not need to be drawn with a ruler — they can be freehand, but they should include notes and labels to explain the ideas. We can use colour if this helps show our design more clearly.

For each idea, draw a systems block diagram showing the INPUT-PROCESS-OUTPUT. 


Include suitable sensors and outputs to help the person using the system (the user).
